The Klais Organ in Hallgrimskirkja, inaugurated in
December 1992, is a grand organ of 72 stops,
commissioned from Johannes Klais of Bonn, Germany.
The organ, by far the largest in Iceland, has four manuals
and pedal, 5.275 pipes and mechanical tracture. It stands
15 metres high and weighs some 25 tons. It has become
known for its variety in tonal colours and how well it fits
the church.
